Refreshing Update 

 
 The Bible says, ñA generous man will prosper; he who refreshes others will himself be re-

freshedò (Proverbs 11:25).  There are many ways God refreshes generous people and one is through discov-

ering how God uses their generosity to advance His kingdom.  It’s always fun finding out how your giving 

is making a difference.  I hope you’ll be refreshed by this story.  

  

 Earlier this month I received a phone call from Derek Dickinson, senior minister of Journey Chris-

tian Church in Fairbanks, Alaska.  In 2004 Derek and his wife, Dellie, shared with our mission team their 

dream of planting a church in Fairbanks, Alaska, an area with very few churches.  The mission team agreed 

to pray for them and keep in touch, but was not in position to add them to the list of missions supported by 

BCC.   

 

 In 2006, BCC began financially supporting the Journey church to help it get off the ground and until 

it was financially self-sustaining.  Over the next 9 years, BCC supported Journey approximately $2,400.00 

per year.   

 

 Journey Christian Church is now 12 years old, financially independent, with an average attendance 

of 250 and a recently opened new building (ribbon cutting was March 23).  Over the years we have received 

monthly newsletters detailing the stories of changed lives through the ministry of Journey.  But Journey’s 

influence isn’t just being felt in Fairbanks, but in other cities as well like Corvalis, Oregon, Seattle, Wash-

ington, and Meridian, Idaho.  

 

Journey made a decision early on to invest in other new church work like churches had invested in 

Journey.  The church tithes 10% of its income to the Christian Evangelizing Association (CEA) based in Se-

attle.  Through CEA Journey has “parented” three churches.  In the Seattle church, for example, Journey in-

vested $60,000.00.   

 

Think about it, because of your generosity people are coming to know Christ and lives are be-

ing changed in Alaska, Oregon, Washington, and Idaho.  Giving to one church has resulted in the births 

of 3 other churches (actually 4 because the Corvalis church has already planted a daughter church).  In 2018, 

Journey is going to be planting a church in Anchorage, Alaska,  In total, 6 churches in states many of us 

will never visit can trace their birth, in part, to the giving of generous people in a small church in 

Batesville, Indiana. 

 

If you’re one of the generous givers of our ministry, I hope this update “refreshes” you!

Principle Five:  Voluntarily submit to every change God wants to make in my life and humbly ask Him 

to remove my character defects. 

 

Keeping A Lid On It 

In Celebrate Recovery we are looking at old resentments as an effort to resolve them and heal from the 

past.  Resentment is a chronic, compound annoyance.  It is the slow burning legacy of unresolved frustra-

tion or hurt.  This process is illuminating & much like peeling back layers of an onion it reveals multi-

layers of emotions. 

 

¶ Beneath resentment is the anger that your needs are being ignored. 

¶ Beneath anger is usually hurt because those needs are discounted. 

¶ Beneath hurt is fear that your needs will always be disregarded. 

 

Until you take inventory of these violations and truly understand the deep effects they have made on your 

life, they will fester like emotional toxic waste.  Think about that sentence for a moment.  You can take 

toxic waste and put it in a drum to contain it.  Then you may bury it underground only to find after years 

it will begin to seep through and contaminate the entire area. 

 

The identical outcome happens with the resentments you are holding onto.  It’s important to tackle this 

issue within your small group, with accountability partner, or sponsor.  By acknowledging these past of-

fenses and realizing how they upset you will bring you understand why you struggle with anger. Ask 

God to help you recognize those that disregarded your needs & offended you may have been wounded by 

their past. This may take some time to process as you begin to identify them as humans who were also 

broken.  Our Lord Jesus can free us from anger & resentment.  He wants to transform us and give us new 

life. 

 

Romans 3:22 “This righteousness is given through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe. There is 

no difference between Jew and Gentile, 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.” 

 

I pray this will bring healing in your life and give you peace.
